Thank you for the constructive feedback and opportunity to resubmit my paper. Below, I will respond to the main areas for improvement that were identified. Significant changes that relate to these areas are highlighted in the revised document.  

1) A thorough review of grammar and sentence structure is needed. Attend to APA format for figures and references.

The paper was edited for grammar, sentence structure and APA format of figures and references. 

2) Your paper would be strengthened with a more detailed literature review related to technology, aging, as well as TR programming. We suggest an in-depth exploration of the use of technology for older adults, particularly links to health/well-being, stigma, and differential use of technology (e.g., age, class, etc.)

A more detailed literature review related to technology and aging, links to health/well-being, as well as TR programming was included. The literature review was restructured to focus on three areas which directly related to the program outcomes: Older adults and technology (which includes in-depth exploration of use of technology for older adults and stigma), technology and social engagement, and technology and life-long learning.  Relevant additions are highlighted in the attached document. 

3) Contextualize your introduction to clearly draw the reader to the topic of technology (virtual learning). 

This has been done by adding the following paragraph at the beginning specifically about the Cummings Centre and Virtual learning.

Technology offers a promising solution for improving the health and wellness of older adults and their caregivers. In order to meet the evolving needs of this demographic, accessible and appropriate technology innovations are being developed around the world. The Cummings Centre is a non-profit community that offers innovative programming, social services and volunteer opportunities for older adults in Montreal, Quebec (Canada). The program department has recently implemented a Virtual Learning Program that creates opportunities for social engagement, and lifelong learning for homebound and isolated English-speaking older adults in the province. 

4) Provide more detail related to the program itself (components, participants, etc.).

More detail has been provided. This part has been split into the following sections to make it easier to the reader: Cummings Centre Virtual Learning Program, Content of the program, Lectures/video library, Discussion groups and system requirements. 

5) More clearly explain the linkages between your program objectives and outcomes. 

The link has been made clearer by improving the literature review section, reorganizing the section about the Virtual Learning Program, and changing the way the outcomes are presented. After including more qualitative and quantitative results that demonstrate outcomes were achieved, the section ended with the following sentence. 

These preliminary results suggest that the Virtual Learning Program shows promise in reducing social isolation and in providing opportunities for life long learning including access to health promotion and prevention information for English-speaking older adults in Quebec

6) The discussion section of your paper is very brief. Good qualitative research and program evaluation uses the discussion to link the findings deeply to existing literature and theories, with theoretically and empirically grounded suggestions for better research and practice

The discussion section has been expanded to include better links to literature on social engagement and life-long learning. It also includes a section called barriers to participation and challenges faced which focuses on accessibility of the program, cost of the program for the organization, user-interface design, technical challenges, user-interface design, and difficulty recruiting and retaining participants. 

7) Please expand your discussion about implications for TR practitioners. Consider discussing important lessons learned as a TR practitioner.

Implications for TR practitioners and lessons learned has been expanded to touch on leisure education, assessment,  developing a therapeutic relationship, documentation/evaluation, accessibility/inclusion and best-practice. 
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
